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5.  Position post on the steps with a string approximately 1” from nose of steps. String 

needs to line up with cable hole on each post. (Example 2) 
 
6.  Measure from nose of tread board to post plate. Use this measurement to set all stair 

posts. 
 
7.  All post on deck will be placed ⅜” from plate to edge of deck framing.  
 
8.  Attach 2-piece flairs to all posts. 
 

• Separate two-piece flair. 

• Slide u-shaped flair around bottom of post.

Note: It is not recommended to use a 4 X 2.5” Corner post at the top of 
the stairs. 

1.     1.   Begin 1st by placing your Stair post. It is important that the stair post line up 

with each other. 
 

2.   Determine location of corner post at top of stairs. See (Example 1) below. 
 
3.   Add backer blocking where required to support post. 
 
4.   To center fasteners on the outer rim board of a 2x8 or 2x10 deck frame, place it 

⅜" from the outer edge. For the corner post and through post to align with the 
top stair's corner post, measure ⅜" from the deck framing's edge.

Stair & Level Post Mount (Double Post) 

Note: Max straight run between end post is 100 feet. For each corner line posts reduce 
this by 10%. Example: Two tensioning posts plus one corner line post will be 90 
feet. Max number of corners allowed with 90° angle is two. Max number with 45° 
angle is four. A 4 x 2.5” corner end post can be used to break up runs when not at 
the top of stairs.

1.     1.   Begin 1st by placing your Stair post. When using a double end post at 

the top of the stairs, post placement minimum apart is 2½”.  Maximum 
between post is 4”. 

 
2.   Determine location of End post at top of stairs. See (Example 3). 
 
3.   Add backer blocking where required to support post. 
 
4.   Position post on the steps with a string approximately 1” from nose of 

steps. String needs to line up with cable hole on each post. (Example 4) 
 
5.   Measure from nose of tread board to post plate. Use this measurement  

to set all stair posts. 
 
6.   All post on deck will be placed ⅜” from plate to edge of deck framing.

7.   Attach 2-piece flairs to all posts. 
 
• Separate two-piece flair. 
• Slide u-shaped flair around bottom of post.

Note: If you use a 4 x 2.5” End corner post at the top of the 

stairs, follow instructions below is critical for post 
placement. A corner lacing tool is required.

1.     1.   Begin 1st by placing your Stair post. This step is important when using a 4 x 

2.5” End corner post at the top of your stairs. This is required so the corner 
post and through post will line up with corner post at top of stairs. 

 
2.   Determine location of corner post at top of stairs. See (Example 5) above. 
 
3.   Add backer blocking where required to support post. 
 
4.   To center a fastener on the outer rim board of a 2x8 or 2x10 deck frame, place 

it ⅜" from the outer edge. For the corner post and through post to align with the 
top stair's corner post, measure 1-⅞" from the deck framing's edge. 

 
 
5.  Position post on the steps with a string approximately 1” from nose of steps. 

String needs to line up with cable hole on each post. (Example 6) 
 

6.  Measure from nose of tread board to post plate. Use this measurement to set all 
stair posts. 

 
7.  All other post on deck will be placed ⅜” from plate to edge of deck framing.  

 
8.  Attach 2-piece flairs to all posts. 

 

• Separate two-piece flair. 

• Slide u-shaped flair around bottom of post. 

• Use rubber mallet to tap snap piece to flair.
